Shipping and Maritime; Housing and Urban Development; Public Works; Information
Communication Technology anBigi; Broadcasting and Telecommunications; Energy and
Petroleum.

During the period=Y2019/20-2021/22, the sector had an approved budget of KSh. 471,973 million, KSh.
422,256 million and KSh. 442,490 million for the FY 2019/20, 2020/21 and 2021/22 respectively.
Similarly, in the same period the total expenditure was KSB,326, KSh. 382,659 and KSh. 381,336 for
the FY 2019/20, 2020/21 and 2021/22 respectively. The sector recurrent expenditure Waa3i348
million against an approved budget of Ksh. 386,682 million translating to an absorption rate of 95.3 percent.
The development expenditure w&sh. 834,473million against an approved Development budget of Ksh.
950,03amillion translating to an absorption rate of 87.8 percExpenditure through exchequer decreased
by 28.9 percent from Ksh.172,164llion in FY 2019/20 to Ksh121,676million in FY 2020/21 andurther
decreased by 22.3 percent to Ksh.94 ddlion in 2021/22.Similarly, the actual expenditure under loans
decreased by 27.1 percent from Ksh. 133/88lon in FY 2019/20 to Ksh. 97,35@illion in FY 2020/21
andfurther decreased by 27.6 percent to Ksh.70@iliibon in FY 2021/22.

The specific objective for this report is to analyze the budget performance for the Sector for the
period 2019/20 to 2021/2022 and give an overview of thegrajel their corresponding financial
implications for the period 2023/24 to 2025/2026. The report is also intended to guide in allocation
of resources in the Medium Term in line with the sector resource requirements.

The Sector willfastrackcompletion ofprojects initiated under the Big Four plan and in Vision
2030 projects which includes affordable housing, manufacturing, Universal health coverage and
food security. The key Vision 2030 projects being implemented are Lamu Port and South Sudan
Ethiopia Traasport (LAPSSET), roads 10,000 programme, Last Mile connectivity, Street Lighting
among others. The Sector will also support the empowerment of youths and women by engaging
them in the infrastructure development.

In implementation of the MTP IV, the Sectwill focus on the following key result areas:
strengthening policy, legal and institutional framework; enhancing quality service delivery; and
improving the quality of infrastructure while protecting the environment. The Sector will continue
to partner wth the private sector through Public Private Partnerships (PPPs) and other stakeholders
to fasttrack the implementation of planned projects. In the long run, the Sector will provide
sustainable infrastructure facilities which will support the reductionost of doing business
leading to increased investments and competitiveness.

Infrastructure projects requires huge capital outlay to realize the huge benefits that comes with
infrastructure development. However, the Sector has been faced with issusteqtiste funding

for many years which has resulted into non completion of earmarked projects which would have
otherwise contributed in the growth of the economy. Therefore, adequate funding is advocated for
to ensure completion of sector projects/prograsime

5.0. CONCLUSION

Energy, Infrastructure and ICT is a critical enabler for the realization of the Fourth Medium Term
Plan (MTP 1IV) 20232027 of the Kenya Vision 2030 and the BottammTransformational Agenda.
Continuous investment in efficient, affordable and reliable stfuature is thus expected to
strengthen the foundations for national transformation, unlock growth potential, and build the
resilience of the economy. The Sector is currently implementing 26 programmes comprising 47
subprogrammes that aim at expandingl austaining physical infrastructure in road, rail, marine
and air transport; energy; housing; broadcasting and ICT and sustainable exploitation of oil, gas
and other mineral resources in the country.

The sector had an approved budgek8h.471,973nillionin FY2019/20KSh.422,258nillion in
FY2020/21 ancKSh442,48%illion in FY2021/22.
